During Term 1, the LCP 
supported the delivery of the 
Career FAQ’s resource books. 
Each set contains 37 books 
which are specifically 
designed to help people make 
career decisions and also 
provide industry/ occupation 
specific sample resume and 
cover letters. 
All Career FAQ’s books include 
interviews with employers 
and recruiters who give tips 
on everything from resume 
writing to the interview 
practise and tell how best to 
get a foothold in the industry. 
Eleven sets were handed out 
to the schools in the 
Wimmera Southern Mallee as 
well as a set to each for the 
special needs schools. 
The books are a resource to 
be shared amongst VET, VCAL 
and Careers Teachers and 

housed where best possible 
for students to access them. 
The LCP will be following up 
with these groups to gather 
feedback from their use.  
These books will also be 
utilised during LCP visits to 
schools to conduct the 
Employability Skills 
Workshops and to help with 
school based activities in the 
lead up to the Careers Expo 
held in July.
